2. special foods or drinks

3. written instructions for each meal and time schedule

Bag with child sindividual daily needs, i.e., pacifier, cloth diaper or burp cloth,
bib, one of the two clothing changes with a plastic bag for soiled clothes.

TODDLERS/2-YEAR OLD

2 compl ete changes of clothing — one to remain in school, the second may be
taken home each day. Include undershirts and socks with the changesin alabeled
shoe box.

Diapers and wipes (package/container of each)

Nap mat, blanket and pillow (if desired)

Smock (can be a shirt with cut off sleeves)

Sippy cup, juice box or bottle (if used)

Bagged lunch each day if staying full day for lunch

Box of tissues

School bag with one of the two clothing changes with a plastic bag for soiled
clothes.



3, PRE-K AND KINDERGARTEN

complete change of clothing (including undershirt and socks)

smock (can be a shirt with cut off sleeves)

Nap mat, blanket and pillow (if desired, excluding Kindergarten)

box of tissues

regular size school bag

bagged lunch if staying full day, extended care lunch or kindergarten enrichment.
